From the Pastor: Way to Go and Away We Go! 

     I want to thank everyone for their generosity on the sound system pledge drive.  We 

started with the firm foundation of two donations of $10,000 each.  Without that 

foundation we couldnôt do what we will be able to do.  Then, out of the blue, we 

received an unsolicited $1,000 grant from the Robin Jaqua Advised Fund of the Oregon 

Community Foundation.  At Mrs. Jaquaôs funeral attendees were asked to submit 

names of worthy groups to receive a grant, but instead of just drawing one name for a 

large gift, all the names submitted were given a grant.  Iôm appreciative of Mrs. Jaqua, 

the Oregon Community Foundation, and the person who submitted our name.  Several 

other families rose to the challenge of making a $1,000 donation, as a one-time gift or 

pledge for the year.  All in all, 122 families so far have made gifts and pledges totally 

$53,430! Iôm beside myself at your generosity.  Thatôs an average of $268 per pledge or 

about $22 per month.  I specially want to thank those who pledged to give $5 a month 

more than their normal monthly donation.  I think those gifts are revelatory of the 

generosity of this parish and how each of us has given what we can.  For anyone who 

would still like to make a pledge or one-time gift, you can pick up a pledge card in the 

vestibule and drop it into the Sunday collection or bring it by the office.  

     My plan for just adding our donations to our regular collection, may have been 

overly simplistic.  I realized that would artificially raise our Sunday collection count and 

thus our diocesan taxes and ACA goal.  Iôve put in a call, but wonôt have a response 

before printing the bulletin.  Until you hear otherwise, please write a separate check or 

place cash in an envelope labeled ñSound System.ò 

     I appreciate all the prayers for the success of this project. Please, keep the prayers 

coming that the project go smoothly from start to finish; may Godôs will be done.
